Using the ADOH SSP Rating Tool 2009
The scoring criteria used in most of the rating tool relates to information that is provided by the applicant within the application for funding.  The final score on these items is meant to be evaluated and discussed by staff after thorough consideration of the activity’s merits and drawbacks.  However, some of the scoring criteria are objective, and the final score is determined by collecting information from the 2000 US Census.  An explanation of the steps necessary to complete the calculations is listed below.  Keep in mind that not all calculations will be required for all applications.
Determining the Poverty Level (Part II)
1.  Determine the area in which the activity will take place.  This may be a town or a target area, which is usually defined by census tract.

2.  Use the Census Summary File 3 (SF 3) data (http://www.census.gov/Press-Release/www/2002/sumfile3.html; click on Detailed Tables).

3.  Choose the geographic area in which the activity will take place.  This will most likely be county, census tract(s), or place.  Select the applicable areas and add them to the current geography selections.  (If you have previously worked with the tool, do not forget to remove your prior selections.)  Press “next.”
4.  Add “P87. Poverty Status in 1999 by Age.”  Press “show result.”

5.  Divide the “Income in 1999 below poverty level” (second line of table) by the “Total” (first line of table).  This number is the percentage of people in the community of target area with incomes below the poverty level.  

Example:  Apache County has 25,798 people with incomes below the poverty line and 68,212 total people.  Their poverty rate is 37.8 percent.
Finding the Current Vacancy Rate for Housing – New Construction (Part III)
Applicants should submit a recent market study which includes vacancy information.  Although vacancy information is available via the Census, it is usually so old as to be irrelevant.

Finding the Percentage of Renters Paying More than 35% of their Income for Housing (Part III)
1.  Complete steps 1 through 3 under “Determining the Poverty Level.” If you are working with the same area, simply click “Tables” in blue at the top of the page. Remove any previous table selections.

4.  Add “H69. Gross Rent as a Percentage of Household Income in 1999.”  Press “show result.”

5.  Use the formula (“35 to 39 percent” + “40 to 49 percent” + “50 percent or more”) / (“Total” – “Not computed”).  

Example:  Apache County has 15 percent of their renters paying more than 35% of their income for housing.  (86 + 144 + 386) / (4993 – 1420).  
Determining the Rate of Overcrowding  (Part III)

1.  Complete steps 1 through 3 under “Determining the Poverty Level.” If you are working with the same area, simply click “Tables” in blue at the top of the page. Remove any previous table selections.

4.  Add “H20. Tenure by Occupants per Room.”  Press “show result.”

5.  For renters and owners, add the variables “1.01 to 1.50 occupants per room,” “1.50 to 2.00 occupants per room,” and “2.01 or more occupants per room.”  Divide this number by the “Total.”  

Example:  Apache County has 30.5 percent of their population living in overcrowded conditions.  (1624 + 1446 + 1629 + 598 + 432 + 353) / 19971.

Finding the Percentage of Owner-Occupied Housing Likely Needing Significant Rehabilitation (Part III)
1.  Complete steps 1 through 3 under “Determining the Poverty Level.” If you are working with the same area, simply click “Tables” in blue at the top of the page. Remove any previous table selections.

4.  Add “H36. Tenure by Year Structure Built.”  Press “show result.”

5.  Under “Owner occupied,” add “Built 1960 to 1969,” “Built 1950 to 1959,” “Built 1940 to 1949,” and “Built 1939 or earlier.”  Divide this number by “Owner occupied.”  

Example:  In Apache County, approximately 20.9 percent of owner-occupied housing likely needs significant rehabilitation.  (1718 + 733 + 249 + 406) / 14844.

Finding the Percentage of Renter-Occupied Housing Likely Needing Significant Rehabilitation (Part III)
1.  Complete steps 1 through 3 under “Determining the Poverty Level.” If you are working with the same area, simply click “Tables” in blue at the top of the page. Remove any previous table selections.

4.  Add “H36. Tenure by Year Structure Built.”  Press “show result.”

5.  Under “Renter occupied,” add “Built 1960 to 1969,” “Built 1950 to 1959,” “Built 1940 to 1949,” and “Built 1939 or earlier.”  Divide this number by “Renter occupied.”  

Example:  In Apache County, approximately 26.9 percent of renter-occupied housing likely needs significant rehabilitation.  (965 + 192 + 87 + 134) / 5127.
